Aim

To show the importance of content and proper planning, for example storyboarding, within web authoring.

Learning Objectives

All 

1. To know that proper planning is crucial to good design.

2. Be aware that storyboarding is an example of a design methodology.

3. Understand that one site may cover many subjects, and that one site can have many different pages on different subjects.

4. Be aware that the relationships of pages on a site can be illustrated on paper by techniques such as navigation maps.

5. Understand that good linking has to be clear, and that links should be relevant. For example to link to a page on school, the link should not be called Thursday.

Most

1. Understand why good planning is crucial to good design.

2. Convert a concept into a simple storyboard.

3. Be able to create navigation maps to ensure that links are logical, and that all associated pages are linked.

Some

1. Be able to construct accurate storyboards, individually. Understand the importance of these in design and planning.

2. Be able to construct accurate and logical navigation maps. Understand the importance of these in design and planning.

2. What is a storyboard?

3. What is the purpose of storyboarding?

4. How do you navigate a web site?

5. What is a navigation map?

6. How do storyboards and navigation maps relate to each other?
